Historically, our Firebelle Estate Red Blend has been 
a marriage of Merlot and Cabernet Sauvignon.  This 
vintage, we are excited to include Cabernet Franc, which 
brings the varietal’s signature vibrant ruby color, bramble 
berry notes, and herbal freshness to the blend.  

In the glass, one is first greeted by beautiful notes of 
crushed rose petals, morello cherries, and blackberries. 
The expansive bouquet builds with notes of white pepper, 
cedar, and mulled raspberries with beautiful, perfumed 
winter spices. The palate is just as compelling as the nose, 
with a dense, yet supple core matched by its weighted 
texture that glides across the palate; it lingers long after 
the final sip. Each of the varietals in the blend contribute 
to its allure. The wine is generous and complex, and the 
resonance of Merlot and Cabernet Sauvignon, heightened 
by Cabernet Franc, creates a blend that is even greater 
than the sum of the parts.
